Clover is one of 46 True Inspiration Awards grant recipients in 2023 that are receiving a collective $5 million.
To be selected for a grant, organizations must work to address key issues that align with Chick-fil-A's
corporate social responsibility priorities: Caring for People, Caring for Others through Food, Caring for our
Communities and Caring for our Planet, a new category added this year.

The True Inspiration Awards were established in 2015 to carry on Chick-fil-A Founder S. Truett Cathy’s legacy
of generosity and community service. Since that time, 250 grants have been distributed to organizations
located across 36 states, Washington, D.C., and Canada, impacting more than 3.5 million people. Individual
grants range from $30,000 to $350,000.
